DP３　 Students will also develop professional expertise in literature, education, law, political science, economics and other fields in Japanese.

DP４　While learning with their Japanese peers, students will come to clearly understand the similarities and differences between their cultures/lifestyles and those of Japan, and will develop cognitive ability that will support well-balanced
